November Theme
The theme for November is my favourite genre and the reasons for it being the favaourite. 
Example – Table top
Table top or still life photography stands out as a favourite genre for many photography enthusiasts and professionals. This genre, which involves arranging inanimate objects—often on a table or flat surface—and capturing them with careful composition, lighting, and perspective, offers a unique blend of creativity, technical challenge, and artistic expression.
Why Table Top/Still Life Is a Favourite Genre
· Creative Control
· One of the primary reasons for favouring table top or still life photography is the immense creative control it provides. Still life allows the photographer to meticulously arrange every element within the frame. This precision helps bring the photographer’s vision to life exactly as imagined.
· Accessibility and Convenience
· Mastery of Technical Skills
· Still life photography is an excellent way to hone technical skills. Lighting, composition, depth of field, and colour theory all play crucial roles. 
· Telling Stories Through Objects
· Every object chosen for a still life arrangement can carry symbolic meaning or evoke personal memories. This narrative quality adds depth and invites viewers to interpret the image in their own way.
· Timeless Artistic Tradition
· Still life photography draws inspiration from the rich artistic tradition of still life painting, which dates back centuries. 
· Personal Enjoyment and Satisfaction
· Many photographers find personal satisfaction in the meditative process of arranging and photographing still life scenes. The genre encourages patience, observation, and attention to detail, making each session an opportunity for mindful creativity. The finished images often feel deeply personal and thoughtfully crafted.
